Pulls remainder of first section to the opposite side and out of the hose bed.

Attaches nozzle to male coupling

Places nozzle atop first length even with rear of bed (or edge of cross lay)

Lays hose against divider/partition toward front of bed (or opposite side of cross lay)

Folds hose and continues toward rear of bed (or opposite side) angling slightly to place this length adjacent to the first

Continues in above manner until all hose (except first section) has been loaded
