Starts by coupling all three (3) sections of hose together into one (1) 150' length
	
	

	2.
Attaches female coupling to appropriate male discharge
	
	

	3.
Lays out hose in a straight line from hose bed
	
	

	4.
Grabs hose at a point approximately two-thirds the total length from hose bed
	
	

	5.
Pulls hose back upon itself creating a three-layer stack of hose
	
	

	6.
Rolls toward female coupling
	
	

	7.
Picks up entire stack and begins folding stack into hose bed
	
	

	8.
Lays first length flat against divider/partition toward front of bed (or opposite side)
	
	

	9.
Folds stack and continues back toward rear of bed (or opposite side) angling slightly to place this length adjacent first and then against opposite divider/partition
	
	

	10.
Continues in above manner until entire length has been loaded
	
	

	11.
Completes load by attaching nozzle to male coupling
