	Materials Needed:
	Complete Set of Personal Protective Clothing and Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus

	Instructions:
	The student shall remove the 24' extension ladder from the fire department pumper and carry it to a point of service, as indicated by the evaluator. The student shall properly raise (for the purpose of rescue) the 24' extension ladder to the third (3rd) floor window. The student shall properly spot and secure the 24' extension ladder for climbing. The student must verbalize any/all ladder commands. The student shall ascend the 24' extension ladder to the midpoint and employ a leg lock. After accomplishing this task, the student shall continue to the top of the ladder, touch the third (3rd) floor windowsill, and descend to the ground. The student shall return the ladder to the pumper.

Note: The student is not permitted to run at any time and must climb the ladder in a slow, safe, and proper manner.

	Safety:
	Always have students use proper lifting techniques to prevent back injuries. Make sure the ladder is heeled.
