The WVUFSE will offer four 16-hour classes during the weekend: Rescue Core Curriculum, Confined Space Technician, Rope Rescue Technician, and Water Rescue Technician. Classes will run from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Saturday and Sunday. 
The cost for each class is $100, which includes a tee shirt. The preregistration deadline is September 5. Technician level classes are quite advanced and require numerous prerequisites.
